Do you write letters in your heart that
never get into print? | do. Ithink of things
| want to say while I'm driving, or eating, or
during some other time when writing things
down is just not possible. Here’s a letter |
have intended to send more than once. It
begins withthank you so much for saying
“yes” when you were asked whether you
would serve your church as an elected
official.

Our Nominating Committee presents us
with a slate of qualified candidates every
spring. For some positions there are
contested elections. Each year when | leave
the congregational meeting | think of those
individuals who were not chosen for the
positions that they agreed to fill if
elected. In fact, | make it a point to try to
connect with as many of those capable
women and men as | can before they leave
the church that day. My sense is that it is
hard on one’s spirit to be on the losing end
of an election, and especially hard when this
happens in your church community.

I’'m not proposing a constitutional
change. Careful thinking went into the
guidelines by which we live as a congre-
gation, and sound arguments can be made
for leaving the structure just as it is.

What | am encouraging is that we fill the
Worship Center to overflowing at the
congregational meeting. Let’s show our
thanks and appreciation to our elected
officers, those who have been serving our
congregation as leaders during this church
year, those whose terms are ending, and
those who are offering their time and talent
for the upcoming church year. The June
Annual Meeting is intended for parishioners
to make decisions together, of course, but it
serves many other functions as well. It's an
opportunity for us to be updated about
significant activities in the congregation and
for us to build a sense of community. |
encourage you to read the meeting agenda
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(see below), review the slate of candidates
and get to know those who you don't yet
know, and join me at the June™Meeting.
I’'m also inviting you to join me in
thanking all those who run for office, those
who are elected and those who are not at this
time invited to serve.
