Three from First UU joined 50+ BREAD
members from other congregations on
December 11 to learn about BREAD's
research process, to continue working on
Education/Youth, Health Care, and Paycheck
to Paycheck issues, and to begin working on
its newest problem, Crime/Drugs.

Research Processin BREAD terms, a
problemis a statement of something wrong
or unjust. Anissueis a specific statement
detailing what should happen to resolve or
alleviate the problenDirect actionfollows,
i.e., a face-to-face meeting between a large
number of people representing those with
the problem and a decision-maker who can
say “yes” or “no” to the issue. A good
BREAD issue must be popular, unifying,
winnable (in a reasonable length of time),
something that will build the organization,
and controversial enough within the central
Ohio community to attract attention. The

research involves 1) understanding the
problem, 2) checking "best practices" to
determine whether they are evidence-based,
replicable, published, controlled, valid, and
have available raw data, and 3) doing a
power analysis to determine who can
provide what is needed to alleviate the
problem, what their relationships are, and to
identify possible allies.

Paycheck to Paycheck:More than 30
BREAD supporters attended the first
hearing of Ohio House Bill 333 to cap the
interest rate charged by payday lenders at
36% and to provide financial education for
borrowers. There will be additional
hearings in January.

She tends to the
many needs of the kids in the hospital (some
ill, some simply arriving at the hospital with
ill parents), and has become a local resource
on the care of AIDS orphans. They have
sent home all the western staff and remain
there to serve.
